Kasson Festival in the Park Cornhole Tournament Rules
Rules of play will follow the American Cornhole Association (ACA) official rules published at www.playcornhole.org with a few variations.  Below you will find a condensed version of the rules and variations will be in bold print.  Please be sure to read the entire set of rules at the website.  There will be a complete set of rules available at the tournament.
Rule 1 – Court Layout

Platforms will be 27 feet apart measured form the front of the box to the front of the box.  The front of the box will also be the foul line.  There will be no junior’s foul line; all participants will throw from 27 feet.  

There will be multiple courts and players should avoid walking across courts or interfering with neighboring courts.  

Rule 2 – Playing Equipment – Cornhole Platforms and Bags

Platforms will measure 24” x 48” made of ½ inch plywood.  They will be 4” high in the front and 12” high in the back.  The sides will be solid to help prevent “bag bounce”.  The hole will be 6” in diameter and be centered 9” from the top and 12” from each side of the platform.  Platforms will be painted with a high gloss latex paint.  

Bags will be 6” square and weigh 14 – 16 ounces.  Bags will be purchased for the tournament and everyone is required to use the bags provided. 

Rule 3 – Pitching Distances
See rule 1

Rule 4 – Cornhole Court Preparation and Maintenance
Section B. Distractions during play - Keep you drinks and personal items out of the way.  If you intentionally try to distract someone it could lead to your team being disqualified.

Rule 5 – Play of the Game 
Section B. Innings – In doubles play there is a top half of an inning and bottom half, just like baseball.  A game cannot end in the middle of an inning, unless a team has scored 21 or more and is ahead by 13 or more points.  You may be the first team to 21, but the inning must be completed.   All of our courts will be running north/south to help with the sun.  The north end should always throw first and the south will always complete the inning. 

Section G. Foul Corn Bag – A foul corn bag is a bag thrown that does not conform with the rules.  Be sure to read this section.  It includes: being over the foul line, a bag hitting the ground before the platform and taking too long to throw.  A foul bag should be removed from the platform before the next bag is thrown.  

Rule 6 – Length of Game
Each game will be played until the first team reaches or exceeds 21 at the completion of an inning.  The winning team does not have to win by 2 or more points.  If a team scores more that 21 they do not go back to 11 or 15 or any other number.  An inning must be finished.  If there is a tie at the end of an inning, play continues until there is a winner at the end of an inning.  

Section D. Skunks - There are no skunks in tournament play.  
Rule 7 – Scoring
Section A. Cancellation Scoring – Corn bags in-the-hole (“holer”) cancel each other and corn bags in-the-count (on the platform or “woody”) cancel each other.  Only non-canceled corn bags are counted in the score.
1.  Corn Bags in-the-hole:  Any non-canceled hole-in counts 3 points.

2.  Corn Bags in-the-count:  Any non-canceled “woody” counts 1 point.

Net the two together to get the final score for the round.
